ENERGY MODEL

The Energy Model generates a score that measures the strength of an individual’s relative likelihood to agreeing
government’s number one priority should be affordable and reliable energy as opposed to protecting the environ-
ment. The score is a numerical value between 0 and 1, with values near 1 indicating strong predisposition to agreeing
government’s number one priority is affordable energy and values near O indicating strong predisposition to agreeing
government’s number one priority is to protect the environment.

FOREIGN INTERVENTION MODEL

The Foreign Intervention Model generates a score that measures the strength of an individual’s relative likelihood to
support the US intervening in foreign affairs even if that means sending US troops overseas. The score is a numerical
value between 0 and 1, with values near 1 indicating strong predisposition to support the US intervening in foreign
affairs militarily and values near O indicating strong predisposition to opposing any military involvement by the United
States.

IMMIGRATION MODEL

The Immigration Model generates a score that measures the strength of an individual’s relative likelihood to support
that undocumented immigrants should be required to leave the United States. The score is a numerical value
between 0 and 1, with values near 1 indicating strong predisposition to supporting that undocumented immigrants
should be required to leave the United States and values near O indicating strong predisposition to supporting that
undocumented immigrants should be allowed to stay in the United States and eventually apply for citizenship.

CRIMINAL JUSTICE MODEL

The Criminal Justice Model generates a score that measures the strength of an individual’s relative likelihood to
supporting major reforms in the criminal justice system. The score is a numerical value between 0 and 1, with values
near 1 indicating strong predisposition to supporting criminal justice reforms and values near O indicating strong
predisposition to supporting that no reforms are needed.

COMMON CORE MODEL

The Common Core Model generates a score that measures the strength of an individual’s relative likelihood to
oppose Common Core which refers to the new national education standards for teaching reading, writing and math in
grades K through 12. The score is a numerical value between 0 and 1, with values near 1 indicating strong predisposi-
tion to opposing Common Core and values near O indicating strong predisposition to supporting Common Core.
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
